
 

 

VOL students make  
humbling trip to  
childrenôs hospice 
 
On Tuesday the 20th May, we    
visited Derian House, Chorley with 
Mrs Lewyckyj to present a cheque 
for £500, which was raised by all 
years. Derian House is a hospice 
for young people (aged 1-21) who 
have been diagnosed as terminally 
ill. It doesnôt just care for the child 
but the family too as they share the 
last few weeks or months with  
their child. This charity gets only  
enoug h  money f rom the   
Government to operate for six 
weeks in the year; the rest is from 
donations like ours. 
 

Whilst there, we spoke to the    
manager about the facilities and 
the support it offers to the children 
and their families. We then toured 
the hospice and were taken to a   
number of rooms from relaxation 
therapy rooms to swimming pools. 
The volunteers and staff have 
worked hard to make the hospice 
as welcoming as possible. 
 

The money we donated will be put 
to excellent use and will help the 
families through their trauma as 
they deal with what must be one of 
the hardest things to deal with: 
losing a child. It also provides the 
young people themselves with time 
to say goodbye in a dignified 
space where they have excellent 
medical care. Despite the purpose 
of the hospice it felt like a happy 
place, but unfortunately it canôt 
always be happy, and it made us 
realise how fortunate we are.
